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The Camacho Foundation has generously offered the Seniors of Spring Branch ISD the opportunity to compete for the Second Chance Scholarship. This scholarship is for students who may have faced a slow start in high school, but have the drive to enhance their life through a higher education beyond high school. 3. Copy of the college financial aid award letter is recommended 
4. Must be of African American/Hispanic decent (one biological parent from either group)
5. Must have completed the FAFSA/TASFA
6. Must demonstrate financial need
7. Undocumented students are also eligible to apply
